Many of the “Must Watch” videos
will be featured each day of the
Week of Welcome, as well as special
programming for students in
Exceptional Student Education and
PreKindergarten (PreK) programs.

The topics, which range from
cybersecurity and coping with stress
to study habits and nutrition, are
organized into four main categories
Connecting Virtually, Supporting
Student Success, Healthy Mind &
Body, and Your Child on Campus.

Each module will indicate whether it
is to be viewed by students, parents
or by both.

Not only
are school age vaccines required for
school, vaccinations prevent illnesses
that lead to unnecessary medical
visits, hospitalizations and further
strain on the healthcare system.
